If chis option is chosen, the resulting second day program shall 
be interchanged with the resulting third day program.

Seeding a t  meets othf2r- than Nationai Cl~an~t~ionships m a y  be 
e i ther  fast-to-slow or slow-to-fast. 
2. Competitiors may be allowed t o  swim oniy once per meet 
pgch of the fo l lowinq relays: menr/wonren's. 200 medley, 400 
medley, 200 f reesty le,  400 f rees ty le  B 800 f re rs ty le :  mixed 200 
medley, 400 medley, 20'1 f reesty le,  400 f rees ty le  & 800 freestyle. 
3. When swimming two-to-a-lane i n  a distance event, a swimmer 
may be d i squa l i f i ed  for  obstruct ing or i n te r fe r i ng  wi th another 
swi mmer . The offender sha l l  be removed from the lane 
immediate1 y.

not being used - records not va l i d  unless 3 t imers are used).

11. Deck-seeded ind iv idua l  events w i l l  appear i n  the heat 
sheets, but re lays  w i l l  not appear i n  the heat sheets. 
12. A swimmer's a f f i l i a t i o n  as.stated on the entry form w i l l  
apply throughout the meet, except tha t  a swimmer may unattach a t  
any time. 
13. I f  the distance f rees ty le  events are swum on the f i r s t  day 
of the  meet, the resu l t i ng  second day events w i l l  be interchanged 
with the resu l t i ng  t h r i d  day events. 
14. Team awards w i l l  be given i o r  l s t ,  2nd and 3rd places i n  a l l  
categories. 
15. The number o+ entrands for  team scoring has been changed. ' 

D iv is ion I w i l l  include clubs wi th  more than 16 entrants i n  
women's or m e n ' s  events or more than 32 swimmers i n  the combined 
category.
